Budget:  
We have just rounded the half-way mark for the fiscal year and our college is successfully managing our finances, although we have received some challenging University-wide reductions.   

Facilities: 
We have had some challenges with heating systems this semester and appreciate your patience.  The college has received the operating permit from the pool and is completing the finishing touches before we dive in.   Plans are underway for several roofing projects including: Havermeyer and New Hall and Nichols will be getting gutter repairs.  In Nichols, additional space for the advisors and an elevator refurbishment is scheduled.  Our key goal is to focus on critical maintenance which is including upgrading life safety systems and the Colston and Alumni Hall bridges. 
 
Technology: 
The Technology team has been hard at work implementing and upgrading key software including Blackboard, DegreeWorks, and Archibus.
