ESL 01 > 02 > 03 > 09) before enrolling in ENG 110.

2 Students with Math Proficiency Index (MPI) of 0-59 enroll in
corequisite course MTH 21.5 OR MTH 23.5. Students with MPI of 39
or lower are strongly encouraged to enroll in Math Start/CUNY Start.
Students planning to transfer to a four-year college should take MTH
300r31.

3|t is highly recommended that students take FYS 11 in their first or
second semester prior to earning 24 credits. Students who have
earned 24 or more credits are permitted to use the one creditas a
free elective.

4HIS 10 or HIS 11 is strongly recommended. HIS 11 is for students
who enroll in ENG 110 as a corequisite.

5 Students who are planning to transfer to senior college programs in
Cybersecurity/Networking and similar may complete MTH 30 Pre-
Calculus Mathematics in place of PHY 12. It is recommended that
students consult with their advisor and review senior college program
requirements to determine the best course to take to optimize credit
transfer.

*Note: In order to graduate, students must meet all
requirements, including, completing all required courses with
appropriate grades, completing two writing intensive courses,
and earning a minimum GPA of 2.0, and applying for

graduation.
